Budget 2015/16
· The proposed property tax asking for 2016/16 is $1,158,022 with a rate of 12.09.  This compares to the 2014/15 tax asking of $1,129,539 with a rate of 12.19.
· The unspent authorized budget projections for 2015 and 2016 are approximately $530,000 and $560,000.
· The Board and Mr. Cruickshank went through a crosswalk of the Aid and Levy Worksheet to the Unspent Authorized Budget Report.
