d. Nutrition Prices – 2015-16 – J. Autry made a motion to approve the breakfast and lunch fees as presented for the 2015-16 school year with adjusted prices of $1.90 for K-5 lunch, $1.95 or 6-12 lunch and $3.35 for adult lunch. K. Jackson, second. Motion carried 5-0.
