Budget 2014/15

· The proposed property tax asking for 2014/15 is $1,129,539 with a rate of 12.19.  This compares to the 2013/14 tax asking of $1,101,583 with a rate of 12.38.
· New General Fund funding for 2015 and 2016 was reviewed.  Projections are for a $-15,499 in 2015 and 


$-31,858 in 2016.  The unspent authorized budget projections for 2015 and 2016 are approximately $400,000.
· The Board and Mr. Cruickshank went through a crosswalk of the Aid and Levy Worksheet to the Unspent Authorized Budget Report.
Driver education

· South Page and Sidney will share the program.  Sidney’s teacher will be utilized.  Separate contracts for the teacher will be issued so the student fees are equitable for the students of each district.  Fees and payment for the Sidney teacher will be determined at the Sidney board meeting on March 17.
